“PASSAGES” 
 Did you know this year marks the 400th anniversary 

of the King James translation of the Bible?  While on vacation 
in Oklahoma City, we took in a very special exhibition on the 
Bible called Passages, which is one of the world’s newest and 
largest private collections of rare and biblical texts and arti-
facts.   After it completes its premiere in October, it will be 
taken to St. Peter’s Square in Vatican City.  I would encour-
age anyone who might be traveling that direction (Okla.) to 

take it in as it is well worth the trip.   
 Among the items displayed is a Dead Sea Scroll frag-
ment from Genesis (I stared at it for a good long while be-
cause I have always wanted to be an archeologist) and an 
amulet scroll that has the Shema written on it.  There were 
also many Torah scrolls and elaborate silver containers and 
even beautiful decorative covers.  One cover in particular 
was for an Esther scroll, dating to the 16th century, which 
was used in the synagogue for the Feast of Purim and man-
aged to survive the Holocaust.   
 As the exhibit wound through the ages it came to the 
time of the Reformation.  In one area, using new film tech-
nology, the developers cleverly had 3 windows with actors 
portraying Hus, Luther, and Eck as if they were looking out 
their own windows across at the others and carrying on a 
debate about Luther’s reaction to indulgences and his “aha” 
moment about faith.   Included in the exhibit were several 
Luther items including a “last will & testament” written and 
signed by Luther the night before he went to trial for heresy, 
several sermons, and a beautiful, hand-colored edition of his 
German translation of the New Testament.   
 Since it is after all, the anniversary of the KJV, there 
is a display area featuring many old KJV Bibles.  It was hum-
bling to see into the past, to be permitted this glimpse into 
what our Jewish and Christian forefathers had to endure 
(including being burned at the stake) in order for us to be 
able to read our current scriptures.  
 The Bible has the distinction of being the most-
banned, most-debated, most-translated, best-selling book of 
all time.  Despite it being available in print, there is also a 
need to know it orally too.  We need to know the stories well 
and we need to be able to tell them out loud.   The story of 
God’s love for us should be spoken as often as possible.  I 
challenge our parents and grandparents to tell their children 
and grandchildren a nightly Bible story, either after supper or 
before bed.  The next night have the children tell it back to 
the adults.   The more we do this, the more we will grow Bib-
lically.  Experience your Bible.  It will take you many amazing 
and awesome places!

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 FROM OUR YOUTH DIRECTOR 

July was another outstanding month for St. Paul youth!  In a month fraught with family vacations and camps of 
every possible sort, we still managed good attendance at our fellowships, added a weekly Bible Study time on 
Wednesday nights, did volunteer work with St. Paul School, and led the congregation in worship on July 17th—
not bad for the middle of summer!  Our feature event in August is our lock-in on August 12, which will be an all-
night event for youth beginning grades 6th-12th.  More details will be announced in church and at our events, but 
please reserve that date on your calendars! 

I continue to be impressed with our youth.  As our program has continued to develop, I see more and 
more individuals stepping into leadership roles within the group--not formal, deliberately chosen leadership po-
sitions, but youth simply seeing a need and stepping up to fill it.  I have seen our core group increase from 6-8 
individuals to 10-12, in only a month’s time.  As we get ready for the final leg of the summer race, I see only good 
things ahead. 

As we begin to look forward to the start of a school year, I have one very serious prayer request to share 
with you.  We know that as the school year revs up, our young people will become busier, as school athletics and 
other extra-curricular activities start up, and many things will compete for the hearts, minds, and time of our 
youth.  As all of these activities begin devouring our young peoples’ time, I ask you to pray that each young per-
son will reserve a portion of their time for their youth group, their church, and God. 

The natural state of the world today is busy, busy, busy, and our young people are no exception.  But 
what better thing can we teach our youth than to impress upon them that being a responsible Christian means 
reserving time (and other resources), for God, whether it’s keeping Wednesday evenings free for our youth 
group’s mid-week Bible Study, or refusing to take that part-time job that requires them to work on Sunday 
mornings.  However the world, or our schools, or colleges define success, we need to remind our young people 
that, as Christians, we are called to “seek first the Kingdom of God, and His righteousness” (Matthew 6:33) and 
that everything else that is good will be available to us after we have made God our first priority. 

I encourage you to talk to your young person and ask them to think about what they can do to stay ac-
tive in the church and in the youth group during the upcoming school year.  The church is needed, no more than 
ever, to help our young people to live Godly lives in a Godless world.  And I assure you, it won’t happen by acci-
dent!
