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Well, here we are already—a month of school under our belts and on the threshold of fall! September
was a great month for our youth program. As | hoped would be the case, the beginning of school brought a sta-
bilizing effect to our young people’s schedules, allowing them to attend more youth activities!

Attendance at our Sunday evening fellowships increased from 6-7 to 10+, with a high on bowling night
of 16! Wednesday night attendance has increased as well, from 3-5 to 8-10, with a high of 14. Our first Fifth
Quarter fellowship following the first Taylor Varsity Football home game drew 17 youth half of which were non-
church members invited by our young people. In addition, we had 14 turn out for a paint party during our youth
room remodel (which looks great, by the wayt you really have to stop by and see it!).

Church leaders always love to see increasing numbers--for the obvious reason that it means people are
coming. To me it means more than that, however. It means that our young people are asking themselves the
guestions we’ve been discussing the last few months: “What is important to me?” , “What is my time worth?”,
“What things are important enough to me that I’'m willing to invest time in them, even if it means less time to
give to other things?” Aside from “What do | believe about Jesus?”, these are the most important questions a
young person (or any person, really) can ask themselves.

The fact that average attendance has almost doubled in the last month tells me that our young people
(and their parents) have asked these questions, and have decided our youth program is valuable enough to
spend time on. This has resulted in our increased attendance, which will further increase the value and quality
of the program—which will draw more young people to attend, and so on...

This is an amazing first step for our youth, and something of which we all should be proud. I'm proud to
see our youth stand up and commit to being at each event. I’'m proud of our parents, who are encouraging their
young people and removing obstacles that have been keeping their youngsters from attending church. Most of
all, I'm proud to be a part of it, and grateful for the opportunity you have given me to work with an awesome
group of young people. They are the future of this church, and an active youth program is a great first step to-
wards keeping them involved and concerned with the things of God. Keep it up!
