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Well, the final month of summer 2011 is in the history books, and it was in interesting one
for the St. Paul youth program. The development of our youth program has been a joy to watch—
and a puzzle o try and predict! At the beginning of the summer, we kicked off our first youth
fellowship with 3 in attendance, then watched that number increase steadily, until we were aver-
aging 15-18 youth at each activity at the end of June. Then July hit--the dreaded month of sum-
mer vacations! Throughout this month, average youth attendance dropped from 15 to 5, as more
and more St. Paul families took their summer vacations! Due to this massive exodus, we pushed
our Lock-in o August and continued with the summer fun.

Now, with August in the rear view mirror, I see a month where our attendance averaged
somewhere between June and July's—about 10-11 youth per event overall. Our high was 16 at the
Lock-in, but this was the only event the entire month at which we broke 10! Even stranger was
the fact that, even though we averaged around 10 in August, we had 19 different youth attend at
least one event! As I look forward into September, and the new school year, I wonder which
youth group we will see. Will it be the anxious, excited youth of June? Will it be the “faithful
few" of July? Or the erratic in-and-out youth of August?

Only time will tell—but whichever group shows up, I can assure you of one thing. Our
young people have it within their power to have whatever kind of youth group they desire to
have. If they only want a part-time, occasional, “churchy” activity to attend when they have
nothing else to do, they can have that—and you can stop reading here! But if they want a full-
blown, Christ-centered environment where they can plug in regularly with fellow Christian friends
to encourage each other, where they can study God's Word and grow in their walk with Him, they
can have that, too--but it takes a conscious choice.

First, our young people must choose which youth group they want to have. Second, they
must choose to attend regularly. For some that may mean making tfough choices about sports, or
extra-curricular activities. This is where, as parents, we must step in and counsel our young peo-
ple; help them make spiritually tough decisions in a thoughtful, discerning way. We have to help
them determine what things are important in their life, and then show them how to develop those
things.

(and the youth program) a part of our family's life—and commit to attending regularly--or we can
sit back and let the rush of a new school year consume all our time, and do nothing. Either way,
we will have the youth program we deserve!
